The concept of ‘fitness to practise’ applies to students undertaking programmes that leadtoa
professionalqualificationinone ofthehealthorsocial professions.Underthe terms of the
accreditation of the MPharm and MPharm with Preparatory Year programmesbythe General
Pharmaceutical Council (GPhC),the Universityhasa responsibility to assess and take appropriate
actionregarding students’ fitness to practise and their suitability to train towards becoming a
Pharmacist.

Ifyoudonotabidebythe GPhC StandardsforPharmacyProfessionals, orifwehave concerns about
your health, behaviour and or conduct, you may be subject to those procedures. Anydisciplinary
actionrelatingtofitnesstopractice willbereportedtothe GPhCand, ifserious, maypreventthe
studentregisteringasaPharmacist.

Standards for Pharmacy Professionals

Pharmacyis one oftheregistered healthcare professions and carries both privileges and
responsibilities. Studentsareexpectedtoconductthemselvesprofessionally, atall times. The GPhC
StandardsforPharmacyProfessionals applytoallPharmacystudents from the first day of the course to
the day of graduation and applies both on and off campus. The Standards canbeviewedinfullat
StandardsforPharmacyProfessionals and is recommended for further reading.

The General Pharmaceutical Council (GPhC)

The Standards for Pharmacy Professionals and the requirement for fitness to practise procedures
are issued by the GPhC. However, you should note that the GPhC is not an adjudicator or appeal
body and will not be able to offer prospective registration advice.

In addition, please note that successful completion of an accredited programme is not a guarantee
of registration of annotation with the GPhC, or of future employment.

The Council is the final decision-maker in relation to an individual's eligibility to:

¢ Enter Foundation Year training; and
¢ Registeras aPharmacist

When making these decisions, the GPhC has the right to set aside a fithess to practise outcome
made by the University, if there are grounds for doing so.
